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Call Board Meeting to Order — Betty Ann Nettleton
Chairman Betty Ann Nettleton called the Board of Health meeting to order at 8:38 a.m.

Action on Minutes for March 19, 2010 — Betty Ann Nettleton
Motion: Commissioner Frank Eld moved to approve the March 19, 2010, Board of Health minutes as
presented; Dr. Jane Young seconded; no further discussion; all in favor; motion carried
unanimously.

Financial Report: FY 2010 — July through February Budget to Actual — Meghan Calaway

The “Budget to Actual” report for July through February was reviewed. For Revenue, fees are currently at
72%, contracts are at 70%, and other revenue is at 75%. For Expenditures, personnel costs are under
spent by 1.6% ($124,374). Overall Expenditures are at 63%. We are on budget for year-end.

State Appropriation Distribution Formula - Meghan Calaway

When requesting a reduction .in county contribution, District 4 portion of the state appropriation is directly
affected especially when other districts’ counties provide level funding. For example, with every 1%
reduction in county funding, assuming all the other districts request level funding from their counties, we
will see an approximately $9,000 reduction in our share of the state appropriation.

When presenting the proposed FY 2011 budget, Commissioner Eld requested that Mr. Duke provide
more details regarding public health in Valley County. Commissioner Day requested that we utilize Boise
County’s local paper to promote public health.

Motion: Dr. Ted Epperly made a motion to approve having two proposed FY 2011 budgets be
presented for the Board’s review — one at level funding and one with a 1% decrease;
Commissioner Connie Cruser seconded; no further discussion; all in favor; motion carried

unanimously.
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H1N1 Response Update — Nikki Sakata

All schools have now received their second dose of H1N1 vaccine. We will continue to provide H1N1
vaccinations by appointments at all three of our facilities and will distribute vaccine to providers upon
request. To date, we have successfully administrated and distributed more than 116,400 doses of H1N1
vaccine in our district. CDC is recommending that the H1N1 vaccine be included in next year's seasonal
flu vaccine.

WIC Program Update — Angela Spain

Angela Spain, WIC Program Manager, shared with the Board that our current average monthly caseload
is around 8,000. In October 2009, the new WIC Authorized Food List was released, including fresh fruits
and vegetables. Each of our clients receives a health screening that includes height and weight,
hemoglobin, screening of immunization records (along with encouragement to update as needed), and
fluoride varnish (dental referrals when applicable). We provide education on nutrition through our
registered dieticians and education on breastfeeding. We received a grant for a new program called
PEER Breastfeeding Counseling Program that will assist mothers in achieving their breastfeeding goals.

Break — Betty Ann Nettleton

Refugee Program — Russell Duke/Nikki Sakata

Mr. Duke requested the Board'’s support in phasing out our direct involvement with the refugee program.
In shifting this program to the private sector, refugees will have access to more comprehensive health
care starting with their initial health screening visit and ongoing continuity of care with their medical home.
As of March 26, we no longer have a contract with Public Health District 2 and will need to work directly
with the Department of Health and Welfare for funding to continue this program.

Motion: Commissioner Frank Eld made a motion to support that Central District Health Department
no longer provide the refugee screenings based on the belief that the screenings can be
better handled by the private sector through a contractual agreement directly with the state;
Commissioner Connie Cruser seconded; no further discussion; all in favor; motion carried
unanimously.

Leasing the Mountain Home Office — Russell Duke

Linda Powell from Partnership for Hispanic Health has presented Russell Duke with a proposal to lease
office and program space at our Elmore County facility. The program is in alignment with our mission to
improve the health of our communities. The proposal is to sign a lease for one year with the option to
renew on a year-to-year bases up to three years; and if funding is available, renew annually for an
additional three years.

Motion: Commissioner Frank Eld made a motion to lease space to the Partnership for Hispanic
Health; Commissioner Connie Cruser seconded; no further discussion; all in favor; motion
carried unanimously.

Motion: Commissioner Frank Eld made a motion for staff to modify the current building usage policy
and bring it back to the Board for review; Commissioner Connie Cruser seconded; no further
discussion; all in favor; motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Update — Betty Ann Nettleton
e SB 1301: Pharmacy Bill passed the full Senate and is now before the full House.
e HB 495: Immunization Policy Commission had the first reading in the House on February 9, which
has now gone to amending order for additions.
e HB 432: Immunization Assessment Bill is now law.
e SB 1335: Changing the Immunization Reminder Information System (IRIS) to an Opt-Out Program
Bill had first reading in the Senate on February 10.



* SB 1353: Freedom of Conscience Bill allows for an opt-out option for medical care that goes against a
medical personnel’s personal conscience. If passed, this could have an impact on some of the health
districts.

e SB1400: Public Health District Boards/Appointments would give county commissioners the option of
replacing a health district appointee who was no longer an elected county commissioner without
getting support from the other counties within the district.

e HB 5§90: County Septic Ordinance Authority Bill did get printed. This bill gives the counties the
option of establishing and administering their own septic system rules.

o HB667: Public Health Districts will be required to submit all proposed environmental health rules to
DEQ for review and comment. Other changes in the bill effect only public health district 1 specific
rules in regard to appeals, vested rights, and community system drain field design. All other public
health districts follow DEQ rules.

Russ asked the Board to provide him with any additional proposed changes to Chapter 4 of Idaho Code in
preparation for the Idaho Association of District Boards of Health Business meeting in June.
